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The process of absorbing brownfield sites by developers and other investors, without
considering the history of the site, is a common problem. Such procedures make it
impossible to identify the sites with the facilities that once existed and functioned there. The
quintessence of the neighborhood, its manufacturing and industrial history, is being lost.
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
